- Draw 5 gaps for the word JEANS.

- Ask students as a whole class for a letter in the alphabet. They have to try to guess is right, they will get one mark. The game continues until Ss finds out the word JEANS and the shark can’t eat the boy/ girl. 
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- Call on some students to demonstrate.
